For Pairing a New Device:

For Reconnecting to a Paired Device:

�. Rotate to select an unused BT slot (e.g.,           ).
�. Press and hold the knob. The display will show "                ", confirming it has entered pairing mode.
�. On your computer or phone, enable Bluetooth, search for new devices, and connect to the one named "NEON S��".

�. Rotate to select the BT slot containing your previously paired device (e.g.,         ).

�. Short press the knob. The display will show "                ", confirming it is attempting to reconnect to that device.

�. Your device should now be connected to the NEON S��.

�. Press and hold Fn + Q/W/E (any one set) for about � seconds to initiate pairing. For example, hold Fn + Q.
�. The display will show "               " , confirming it has entered pairing mode.
�. Complete the connection on your host device via its Bluetooth settings.

Set the power switch to the ON position.
For Pairing a New Device:

�. Briefly press Fn + Q/W/E (the set containing your previously paired device). For example, short press Fn + Q.
�. The display will show "                ”, confirming it is attempting to reconnect.
�. Your device should now be connected to the NEON S��.

For Reconnecting to a Paired Device:

By repeating the steps above, you can store a total of � different Bluetooth devices.
(Note: Please ensure all � Bluetooth devices are successfully paired before attempting to switch between them.)

�. Plugged the USB receiver to your computer.
�. Set the power switch to the ON position. Press the knob to enter the main menu. Rotate the knob to navigate and select the "�.�G" icon, then 

short press the knob to confirm.
�. The keyboard will switch to �.�G mode, and the display will show "               ", signifying it is attempting to reconnect to the pre-paired receiver.
�. Once successfully reconnected, the display will show a confirmation ("              ") before returning to the main clock interface.

2.4G Mode Connection via Switch

�. Plugged the USB receiver to your computer.
�. Set the power switch to the ON position, then slide the rounded-corner switch in 

the upper-left corner upward. The display will show "               ", indicating it has 
entered reconnection mode.

�. Once successfully reconnected, the display will show a confirmation ("               ") 
before returning to the main clock interface.

2.4G Mode Pairing via Knob

�. Set the power switch to the ON position. Press the knob to enter the main menu. Rotate the knob to navigate and select the "�.�G" icon, 
then press and hold the knob to confirm.

�. The keyboard will switch to �.�G mode, and the display will show "                ", signifying it is enter �.�G pairing mode.
�. While this message is displayed, insert the USB receiver into your computer.
�. Once successfully paired, the display will show a confirmation ("               ") before returning to the main clock interface.

2.4G Pairing via Key Combination

�. Press and hold Fn + P for about � seconds to enter �.�G pairing mode. The display will show "                ".
�. While this message is displayed, insert the USB receiver into your computer.
�. Once successfully paired, the display will show "              ", confirming the connection is established.
