Hose Holder Installation

(1 Align the hose bracket with the two mounting holes, then

press down firmly in a vertical direction.
(2) Once you hear an audible “click,” the clips and bracket are
securely installed and will not detach.

Power Cord Holder Installation

(1 Align the power cord holder with the corresponding slot on

the main unit.
(2) Then, press firmly in the direction of the arrow until you hear

Power Cord Storage
